i . ' STRIDER - HIS LIFE , • 
Did you ever imagine finding an article in this mag from 
the greatest capitalist ever to roam the world? Neither 
did I, but here I am ... To protect the American interests ! 
Yeah !!! Ok, I've been asked to write about my entry on­
to this scene of pirating ... 

Irecievedmy first computer, a C64, at Christmas 1984, 
and was a real lamer for almost 2 years. The biggest 
people back then were Dynamic Duo, Mr Z, 1001, 
RadWar, ESI, WASP and some others. 

Togetherwithagood friend I formed my first group cal­
led "The Thieves" and my handle was "No 1". We reset­
cracked a few games, but were only known in ourneigh­
bourhoods.

I remember admiring a guy cal­
led "Sir Lancelot" when cracking Ghost'n'Goblins "the 
REAL way" ! I also met a cool guy called "Sir Gala-

. . had". We all became very good friends and I recieved 
the legendary "Turbo-Picker" from Lancelot and I 
could start cracking a lot more games the real way! By 
then TRIAD started to rule the Swedish market, and the 
members from WASP joined the newly built group 
"West Coast Cracker". I also joined this new group, and 
soon became the main original supplier and also the 
main cracker together with Sir Galahad ! 

We grew really big, and a major fight with TRIAD was 
unavoidable. They had a lot more contacts and were to 
trying to kill us, but they couldn't do it! After a long per­
iod of fighting (all "old" guys should remember the 

, fights we had) we made peace and were just competing 
side by side!!! W.C.C. was about 1 year old when he 
had a big meeting at wich major internal fight arose!!! 

As a result of this I and Sir Galahad left W.C.C. to form agroupofourown!!! On the train backhome we sat and thoughtofa 
name for our new group. 

Finally, I came up with "FairIight" which is the name of the world's best synthesizer and also the name of a cool game on the 
64. We thought the name had a nice ring to it and decided to keep it. Then the next question was if we were to keep our handles 
or to start from scratch!? Sir Galahad soon became" The B lack Shadow" and " No 1" became" S TRID ER" (EGO YEAH 
!!!) ! Now we had all the ingredients for a cool group: Originals (wich were EXTREMELY fast in Sweden in those good old 
days !), Crackers, and Swappers ! We were only two members though, and life was hard, so we had to look for more mem-
bers ... A very good friend of ours called L.F.K. was convinced to join and become ...... GOLLUM !!! 

Now we really started to kick some ass, and I remember my school going to fucking HELL, when sitting up all night and 
cracking 2 or3 games per day (Night !?) and then copying like hell to send it all out the next day !!! I was really crazy back then 
!!! But all my hard work soon paid off and we became a big and recognized group. The number of members was held down, 
and we remained 3 members for a looong time!!! 

I also had a LOT of contacts and one of my best friends was ANUBIS from CFR, who after a while joined Fairlight and 
changed his handle to HOB BIT !!! This well-known guy was a great addition to our crew and soon became known for his 
great artistic skills with the "Cracking Comics". After a while a guy called WILFO joined and he was the one that coded the 
FairIight intro and also ripped the music for it!!! Gollum then shorted the intro to become only 6.5 blocks with music and 
everything. If you've ever wandered where that GREAT Fairlight intromusic comes from then I can tell you that it is from the 
game ...... DRUID II !!! So, thanx to Firebird for this great music. 

Modeming soon became a big thing and the first game we released as the first in the States was also one of our biggest hits 
EVER!!! It was International Karate + with a cool super-trainerof course all done by Strider!!! Yeah, I've often asked myself 
: Are there any other versions at all ofIK + ? Maybe, but this was one of our best! Soon I purchased an Amiga and Started to 
get bored with the 64 (You think I'm writing this on the 64?) so Gollum took over the cracking, and it turned out to be an even 
bigger success with his cracks because this guy had skills to match the legendary Mr Z !!! 

Soon Fairlightwas also the name for QUALITY not only SPEED and QUANTITY!!! Then during a yearorso we had all of 
these 3 attributes, so we really were kicking ass! But after Spring of'88 software started getting slow in Sweden and England 
became the centeroffast pirated software. Sweden wasn't at all fast anymore. During the Summer I went to the USA and visi­
ted some good friends . Boy, is that country GREAT!!! USA m.l !!! 



I When I came back I saw that Fairlight had faded out, 't\ 
we had to do something ... quick!!! So the only thing ' \ 
had left to offer was QUALITY software! Aroun().

~ Some years had spent since the birth of the C64, a lotof groups had come undone, majority of pi­

rates having done a group then quit it isn't calculable, half a score had been thus created in many 
countrys like Germany, Sweden, Denmark, Holland ...
